In Scott v. Harris, 127 S. CT 1769 (2007), the Court specifically held that a high speed chase that threatens bystanders does not invariably violate the Fourth Amendment.

However the Court in Scott v. Harris, supra, raised questions about the viability of the Garner test when it indicated that the Fourth Amendment reasonableness standard should be analyzed by the facts of the individual case.
